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ENVIRONMENTAL AUDIT FOR SASOL PETROLEUM 
TEMANE – RESIDENTIAL COMPLEX IN NHAMACUNDA
BioVision was appointed to conduct an 
Environmental Compliance Audit of Sasol 
Petroleum Temane’s (SPT) residential 
complex in Nhamacunda, Vilankulo District, 
Inhambane Province. The audit represents an 
important step in ensuring that SPT’s facilities 
align with Mozambique’s environmental 
standards and international best practices.

The assignment aimed to provide an 
integrated assessment of the environmental 
performance status for the year 2024. It 
evaluated compliance with the commitments 
set out in the Environmental Management 
Plan (EMP), the conditions of approval linked 
to the Environmental License, and all 
applicable Mozambican regulations.

The audit was led by Paulo Lima, Project 
Manager, together with Salustiana Jasse, 
Waste Management Specialist, who 
provided targeted technical expertise. Their 
work focused on waste management 
practices, water use efficiency, emissions 
control, and occupational health and 
safety within the residential complex.  

Through this work, BioVision reaffirms its 
role as a trusted partner in advancing 
environmental governance, transparency, 
and accountability in Mozambique’s 
energy sector.

BioVision is proud to have been 
awarded the Environmental Audit for 
Gigawatt Mozambique’s Ressano 
Garcia Power Plant, a key facility in 
Mozambique’s energy generation 
sector. This achievement highlighted 
our growing role in ensuring 
compliance and sustainability within 
the country’s expanding power 
industry.

The audit’s main objective were to:
•  Verify adherence to national 

environmental legislation and 
international best practices;

•  Assess potential impacts on air 
quality, water resources, waste 
management, and occupational 
health;
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• Recommend actions to strengthen 
environmental performance and 
long-term sustainability.

The assignment was carried out by a 
multidisciplinary team led by Cláudia 
Oliveira which included Paulo Lima, 
and Ashia Mate, combining expertise 
in auditing, compliance, and 
environmental management. By 
undertaking this process, BioVision 
reaffirmed its commitment to 
supporting Mozambique’s energy 
sector in balancing development with 
environmental responsibility, 
contributing to a more resilient and 
sustainable future.
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A Reminder: Climate Change Decree – New Legal Requirements

As of May 2024, the Government of Mozambique approved Decree No. 
26/2024, establishing the Regulation on the Control of 
Hydrochlorofluorocarbons (HCFCs), Hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), and 
related equipment. This regulation introduces clear rules to reduce 
substances that deplete the ozone layer and contribute to climate 
change, ensuring alignment with both national commitments and 
international agreements such as the Montreal Protocol.

BioVision is committed to incorporating these new requirements into 
projects where the decree is relevant, particularly in the refrigeration, 
air conditioning, and industrial sectors. Our teams will now begin 
considering the decree’s provisions during environmental 
assessments, audits, and licensing processes assuring that projects 
anticipate and comply with obligations around registration, quotas, 
licensing, equipment certification, and emission reduction.

By integrating climate-related regulatory controls into our services, 
BioVision continues to support clients in aligning with Mozambique’s 
climate change agenda, while reinforcing sustainable practices that 
safeguard ecosystems, communities, and public health.

Biodiversity Damage from Some Climate Actions
Climate mitigation projects (like big solar or wind farms) are causing harm when not carefully 
sited—e.g. disturbing wildlife habitats, ecosystems. Also, biodiversity protection isn’t getting nearly 
the funding climate now receives; a large finance gap is projected. The call is for climate and 
biodiversity policies to be integrated.

BioVision is proud to contribute to the 
Coral and Seagrass Offshore Moni-
toring through the implementation of 
Baited Remote Underwater Video 
(BRUV) surveys and scientific diving 
campaigns, in partnership with a 
specialized team from Mermaid (a 
leading international subsea services 
company). This initiative supports 
the assessment of marine biodiversi-
ty in areas influenced by offshore 
LNG developments.

The campaign combined BRUVs de-
ployments with SCUBA-based sur-
veys to evaluate fish assemblages, 
monitor the health of coral reef habi-
tats, and assess the extent and con-
dition of seagrass meadows. By ap-
plying standardized underwater 
methodologies, the team was able to 
collect robust ecological data that 
will guide long-term monitoring and

inform sustainable management 
measures.

The June and August 2025 campaign 
focused on documenting habitat vi-
tality and species diversity at priority 
monitoring sites. More than 50 loca-
tions were assessed with the BRUVs, 
while divers conducted multiple tran-
sects to record coral cover, seagrass 
density, and associated biodiversity. 
The campaign also strengthened 
collaboration between local and re-
gional marine experts, ensuring 
knowledge transfer and capacity 
building.

Through this work, BioVision reinforc-
es its dedication to evidence-based 
marine monitoring, regional partner-
ships, and the advancement of sus-
tainable ocean management prac-
tices in Mozambique.

Zambia: Continuing Toxic Spill Fallout
In August, the U.S. Embassy in Zambia ordered American government personnel to leave an area 
contaminated by the Sino-Metals Leach copper mine tailings spill, citing ongoing health risks 
possibly from airborne hazards. The spill, which occurred in February, released toxic waste into the 
environment around Kitwe, severely affecting w ater, agriculture, and local communities.

Floods & Climate Resilience
A major report indicated that record rains have hit 27 African countries, resulting in 2,500 deaths, 4 
million people displaced, widespread damage to cropland, and loss of livestock. Flood-related 
disruptions also prevented 10 million children—especially in places like the DRC, Mali, Niger, and 
Nigeria—from attending schools, many of which were flooded or repurposed as temporary 
shelters. The military has had to step in across several countries—such as Nigeria and Kenya—to 
assist with evacuations and disaster
