NOVEMBER FIELDWORK HIGHLIGHTS
In November, BioVision completed 
another successful diving campaign 
as part of the ongoing Coral 
Monitoring Programme along the 
northern coast of Mozambique. The 
seasonal survey aims to assess the 
condition of coral reefs and 
associated marine habitats, which 
play a critical role in supporting 
fisheries, coastal protection, and 
overall ecosystem health. This month’s 
field activities focused on evaluating 
coral cover, reef resilience, and the 
presence of stress indicators such as 

bleaching, sedimentation, and 
physical damage.
Using standardized underwater survey 
methods, BioVision’s marine team 
collected valuable data across several 
monitoring points, contributing to a 
long-term dataset that supports 
environmental management and 
project compliance. The diving 
campaign also provides early warning 
signals of environmental change, 
helping stakeholders understand the 
impacts of seasonal shifts, water 
temperature variations, and human 
activity on sensitive coral 

Blue November, a global campaign 
focused on men’s health and the early 
detection of prostate cancer, Dr. Nádia 
from MediResponse conducted a 
toolbox talk at the True North office. 
She highlighted the importance of 
regular screenings, early diagnosis, 
and breaking the stigma around men 
seeking preventive healthcare. Her 
message reinforced that proactive 
care is essential for long-term 
well-being, just as Pink October 
encourages women to prioritise their 
health.
BioVision promotes conditions that are 
ecological and support the well-being 

of both men and women. Blue 
November therefore serves as a 
reminder that caring for our health 
goes hand in hand with caring for the 
environment around us. Through our 
ongoing efforts in environmental 
monitoring, pollution reduction, and 
sustainable practices, we continuously 
work hard to contribute to having a 
society with cleaner air, safer water 
sources, and well-managed waste 
systems reduce exposure to harmful 
pollutants, reducing the exposure to 
harmful pollutants and minimizing 
long-term health implications.

RESETTLEMENT TRENDS AHEAD OF THE RAINY 
SEASON

STRENGTHENING AWARENESS, PREVENTION, AND 
THE CONNECTION BETWEEN HEALTH AND THE 
ENVIRONMENT

As Mozambique enters the rainy and 
cyclone season, November marks a 
period of heightened risk for flooding, 
river overflows, and storm-related 
damage. Each year, households in 
low-lying and informal settlements 
remain particularly vulnerable, with 
provinces such as Beira, Nampula, 
Gaza, and Maputo experiencing some 
of the most significant 
weather-related displacements.
Seasonal resettlement trends typically 
include sudden evacuations, 
temporary accommodation in safer 
areas, and, in severe cases, long-term 
relocation supported by disaster-risk 
authorities. These movements place 
pressure on social services and 

livelihoods, especially for vulnerable 
groups such as women, children, and 
the elderly. With climate variability 
rising, displacement linked to extreme 
weather events is expected to become 
more frequent.
BioVision supports risk-informed 
planning and responsible 
resettlement, helping identify climate 
hazards through environmental 
assessments, social studies, and 
community engagement. As the rainy 
season begins, we remain committed 
to promoting resilience and 
safeguarding communities most 
exposed to climate-driven 
displacement.
